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Greetings Church! 
 
     Let me tell you about Tess. Tess was a precocious eight-year-old little girl. One 
day she heard her mom and dad talking in a serious and somber tone about her 
little brother, Andrew. Tess didn’t understand everything that they were saying, but 
she got the gist: Her little brother, Andrew, was very, very sick… and they were 
completely out of money. They would have to move out of their house and move into 
a small apartment because Mom and Dad didn’t have enough money for the doctor 
bills and the house payment. On top of that, only a very expensive surgery could 
save Andrew now… and they could not find anyone to lend them the money. Just 
then, Tess heard her dad say to her tearful mother in whispered desperation, “Only 
a miracle can save Andrew now.”  
     Tess ran to her room, pulled out a glass jelly jar from its hiding place in her 
closet. She poured out all the change on the floor and counted it carefully. She then 
put the change back in the jar, put the jar under her arm, slipped out the back door 
and ran down to the Rexall Drug Store six blocks away. The pharmacist was talking 
to a man intently and at first he didn’t notice Tess standing there. She waited pa-
tiently for a while and then dramatically cleared her throat, but still, no luck – the 
pharmacist did not see her. Finally, Tess got his attention by taking a quarter out of 
her jelly jar and tapping it on the glass counter. That did it. The pharmacist noticed 
her and said, “Just a minute. I’m talking to my brother from Chicago whom I haven’t 
seen for ages.”  
     “Well,” said Tess, “I want to talk to you about my brother. He’s really, really sick 
– and I want to buy a miracle. His name is Andrew and he has something growing 
inside his head and my daddy says only a miracle can save him now. So… how 
much does a miracle cost? I have the money here to pay for it. It’s all that I have 
saved. If it isn’t enough, I will get the rest. Just tell me how much a miracle costs.” 
     The pharmacist’s brother was a well-dressed man. He stooped down and asked 
Tess, “What kind of miracle does your brother need?”  
     “I don’t know,” Tess replied, with her eyes welling up. “I just know he’s really sick 
and Mommy says he needs an operation. But my parents can’t pay for it, so I want 
to use my money.”  
     “How much do you have?” asked the man from Chicago.  
     “One dollar and eleven cents!” Tess said proudly. “It’s all the money I have in the 
world, but I can get some more if I need to.”  
     “Well, you are in luck,” the man said with a smile. “One dollar and eleven cents 
is the exact price of a miracle for little brothers.” 
     He took the money in one hand and with the other he took hold of her mitten and 
said, “Take me to where you live. I want to see your brother and meet your parents. 
Let’s see if I have the kind of miracle you need.” 
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That well-dressed man from Chicago was Dr. Carlton Armstrong who just happened to 
be a noted neurosurgeon. The operation was successfully completed without charge… 
and it wasn’t long until Andrew was home again and doing well. Tess’ mom and dad 
were so grateful. They were talking one night about the chain of events that had 
saved Andrew’s life. “That surgery,” her mom said, “was a real miracle.” And then she 
said, “I just wonder how much it would have cost.” 
     Tess smiled. She knew exactly how much a miracle cost… one dollar and eleven 
cents… plus, the skill and graciousness of a great doctor… and of course, the gra-
cious, sacrificial love of an eight-year-old big sister! 
     Someone might say, “Well, it was only one dollar and eleven cents”… but, it was 
all she had! She gave all she had to save her little brother… and that’s an extrava-
gant gift! 
     Isn’t that a great story? It’s powerful because it reminds us in a dramatic way that 
the spirit of Christ can empower and enable us… to be extravagant in our generosity, 
to be extravagant in our gratitude, and to be extravagant in our graciousness.  As we 
live out our faith as individual followers of Christ, and as a church, we must never for-
get that God will bless our resources and ministries when we give extravagantly of 
our prayers, our presence, our gifts, our service and our witness.  
     Just as Tess gave everything she had because of her love for her little brother, we 
as the church must be willing to make sacrifices to love those who are hurting in our 
community.  Our walk with Christ cannot only occur on Sunday mornings, it must be 
part of our life 24 hours a day, 7 days a week, and 365 days a year.  As Paul wrote 
in Roman 12:1, “by the mercies of God, present your bodies as a living sacrifice, holy 
and acceptable to God, which is your spiritual worship.” 

How can I say “I Love You”? 
 

Jesus said we are to love one another even as he loved us. His 

intention was not just for one day a year, but for every day. For 
those who might be struggling with this thought here are a dozen

Are any of these too difficult to pronounce? Then just live the 

meaning of it! 
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Since it has been several months since we had an article in the newsletter from the 

Administrative Council Meetings, I thought that it was time to bring several things to 

your attention.  We had our monthly meeting on Monday night and several items 

were approved at that time.  The first is that we have found that the Sunday services 

have been extending into the Sunday School time period and that we feel that that is 

an important learning time for those attending. With the long services, sometimes 

Jerry has to cut some out of the sermon.  To help give him more time for this, we are 

not going to have a time of announcements at the beginning of the service.  The an-

nouncements will run on the screen five minutes before the service and during the 

prelude.  We will also run them at the end during the postlude and at the breakfast 

time in the group room.  If your group has anything to announce for activities, you 

will need to have them into the office by Thursday morning of each week to get them 

into the bulletin and programmed onto the screen.   

The format of the bulletin has also changed to give more room to accommodate the 

announcements and the service outline will be on the front  of the bulletin. 

Another item that was decided on is that the prayer concerns are also taking up quite 

a bit of time.  If you have any concerns that you wish to be included in the prayer, 

you need to put them down at the prayer station or contact the office in advance.  

Sometimes we tell Jerry on Sunday morning and he is quite busy most of those morn-

ings, and if he is not close to his note paper, your request could be missed.  When we 

bring them up during the Prayer Concern time of the service, it is hard for all to hear 

what the concern is and it leaves  blank time in the TV system.  Our service is trans-

mitted to several areas of the building and also on the tape system. 

The last item that we need to bring to your attention concerns some building changes.  

If you have been to the center hallway, you might have noticed a missing cabinet and 

a newly created hole in the wall.  This will be the new entrance to the new Welcome/

Ministry Center.  This is going to be in the room directly behind the sanctuary.  This 

is where many activities and general church information will be available.  The sale 

of Scrip and any group  activities such as bake sales, peanut brittle, or anything simi-

lar will be located here.  We will have all of the collections for food pantry, coats, 

mission projects, school items located in this area instead of the hallways.  Eventu-

ally, the coffee and other items may be located in this room. 

If you have any questions or comments on these or any other church activities, please 

feel free to contact me or any board members.

1. SCRIP is a fund-raising opportunity for Cridersville UMC. A portion of 

the profits may be designated to youth members of the church as desig-

nated herein. 

2. All profits of SCRIP are the property of Cridersville UMC. 

3. Profits designated to a youth account may be used only for CUMC-

sponsored activities such as church camp, mission work, or other youth-

sponsored activities 

4. A purchaser of SCRIP gift cards may designate the entire profit to CUMC 

or up to 50% of said profit to a designated account. In the event of an un-

even distribution, the majority amount shall be designated to CUMC. No 

less than $.25 may be designated to an account. The 50% distribution can-

not be distributed to more than four accounts. 

5. One account shall be established per family (consisting of siblings with 

the same parents) 

6. Contributions may be made to a family account until the youngest child 

obtains the age of 21 and can no longer attend church camp as a youth 

member or counselor in training. 

7. Upon the expiration of time as stated in paragraph 6 or upon a family 

leaving CUMC, the family may designate another family account to trans-

fer funds. Failure to do so within 30 days of either event occurring shall 

result in the funds being transferred to Cridersville UMC.
